It’s been a super weird but extremely rewarding experience. There were areas in my brain that I no longer needed to use as a writer, but instead had to replace them with skills that would allow me to manipulate the tool to get it to do what I wanted, in exactly the way I wanted as well.

There were definitely good and bad days. Sometimes ChatGPT would work like a dream, and at other times would frustrate me to no end. But that’s been my experience. The one thing I’m absolutely certain of is that ChatGPT cannot replace me. And when you think about it, really, how could it? After all, I had to teach it how to be me (I provided it with samples of my writing and asked the model to emulate my style and tone for various sections of the book)—and even then I’d have to keep constantly fine-tuning. And, as good as it is, I can tell when text has been generated by the model because it’s often dull, boring, and dry. It’s not until you learn how to direct and manipulate the output to the way that you want, will you get satisfactory results.

So, after 50+ hours and a book on the subject, do I consider myself a prompt expert? Hmm, I’d like to say that I’m still on the path of continuous learning. But I did get ChatGPT to help me generate over 300 useful UX prompts in a matter of weeks, which has absolutely blown my mind. It was a concept I dreamt up and a challenge I set for myself, so to be able to manipulate the tool to accomplish just that is nothing short of amazing to me.

As a result, I’d simply put it like this: if there’s a train that’s getting ready to leave, then I’d say that I’m at least at the station, and the reason why I’d put it that way is because none of us have any idea of what’s coming next. But the fact that you’re reading this lets me know that you’re just as curious and ready as I am. So, on that note, let’s begin.





Chapter 1:

A well-crafted prompt can include any (or all) of the following criteria, which should be customized or tailored to meet the specific requirement of the task or question at hand.

Formula: [Role] [Task or Question] [Context] [Goal] [Constraints] [Style or Tone][Structure or Format]

Now, let’s break that down.

[Role]: This represents the specific role or entity for whom the prompt is being created. It could be a job title, a group of people, or any other relevant identifier. ChatGPT can act as any role or expert you’d like from a career counselor to a personal trainer to a lawyer to a real estate agent to a travel guide to a hypnotherapist to a life coach to an investment manager—you name it, ChatGPT can assume it. Specifying the role helps tailor the prompt to the specific needs or perspective of that role.

[Task or Question]: This element defines the specific task or question the prompt aims to address. It should be clear and concise, describing the objective or the problem to be solved. The task or question should be formulated in a way that guides the prompt towards generating a relevant response.

[Context]: This element provides additional information or background that is necessary to understand the task or question fully. Think along the lines of who (target audience), what, where, when, why, or how. Including relevant context helps the prompt generator better understand the scenario and generate a more contextually appropriate response.

[Goal]: This element outlines the desired outcome or objective of the task or question. It clarifies what the role is trying to achieve or accomplish. Defining the goal helps the prompt generator focus on providing information or guidance that is directly relevant to achieving that goal.

[Constraints]: Constraints define any limitations, restrictions, or conditions that need to be taken into consideration while completing the task. They provide context about what must be adhered to or considered during the process. For instance, you can instruct ChatGPT to keep the response within 200 words, meaning it should not exceed that limit. By specifying constraints, you help direct the prompt generator by setting boundaries or limitations that are necessary for the task.

[Style or Tone]: This element specifies the desired style or tone of the generated output. It can include considerations for the writing style such as formal, informal, technical, professional, conversational, etc. Additionally, it encompasses the tone of the response, such as friendly, authoritative, persuasive, etc. Providing clear instructions about the desired style or tone aids in guiding the generated output.

[Structure or Format]: This element defines the preferred structure or format. It includes instructions regarding the organization of the response, such as the use of bullet points, paragraphs, headings, or any other type of structural element. Additionally, it encompasses the desired format of the response, such as plain text, code snippets, examples, tables, or any other specific format requirements. Specifying the desired structure or format ensures that the generated output is presented in a manner that is suitable for your needs.

By utilizing this formula and customizing each element you can create effective prompts that yield desired results. Always remember, the quality of the prompt will directly influence the quality of the response you receive.

The Formula in Action

[Role]: Marketing specialist

[Task or Question]: Create 3 emails all ending with a call to action.

[Constraints]: Less than 250 words

[Style or Tone]: Friendly and engaging

[Structure or Format]: Email style

Prompt: You are a marketing specialist. Create 3 emails ending with a call to action. The goal is to drive sales to my product. The emails are for my audience of TikTok creators, they should be friendly and engaging and less than 250 words.

Run the prompt as-is and you’ll be pretty amazed by the results. To tailor the response to your specific need, start (or prime) the chat with prompts like these.

Prompt: I am going to give you a description of my product. Do you understand?

ChatGPT: Yes, I understand. Please go ahead and provide a description of your product, and I’ll do my best to assist you.

Prompt: [Provide your product description]

ChatGPT will then provide a summary of the info you just typed in.

Prompt: Now I’m going to give you a description of my target audience. Do you understand?

ChatGPT: Yes, I understand. Please provide a description of your target audience, and I’ll do my best to assist you.

Prompt: [Provide a description of your target audience]

ChatGPT will then provide a summary of the info you just typed in.

Chapter 5:

A Few Additional Tips on ChatGPT

Before we get to the UX prompts presented in the next chapter, let’s take a moment to consider a few additional tips about ChatGPT you should keep in mind.

ChatGPT is extremely venerable to input phrasing, meaning that the phrasing and wording of a question or prompt can significantly impact ChatGPT’s response. Minor rephrasing may lead to different or contradictory answers. This sensitivity to input phrasing makes the model less robust and inconsistent in providing reliable information.

Another important thing to understand is “Prompt drift.” Prompt drift is when an AI language model starts to behave differently or give outputs that are different from what was initially intended, deviating from the original context or instructions given to the model. Prompt drift may be a result of the model’s tendency to generate creative or imaginative responses rather than sticking strictly to the prompt which can lead to unexpected or nonsensical outputs that may not align with your expectations. This is an ongoing challenge in AI development.

Also, as previously discussed in chapter 2, at times ChatGPT may “hallucinate” and just simply make stuff up (potentially providing incorrect information about individuals, locations, or facts). For this reason I cannot stress enough the importance of verifying all information generated by ChatGPT to ensure accuracy. Consult fact-checking websites like Snopes, Factcheck, PolitiFact, BBC Reality Check, The Washington Post Fact Checker, The New York Times Fact Check, AP Fact Check, Reuters Fact Check—to name a few.

Lastly, it’s worth mentioning that, as of the time of this writing (and as I just found out), there is no way for you to recover mistakenly deleted chats. UGH! So fair warning that if you come up with something amazing (and I have no doubt you will) back it up somewhere, somehow—either by copying and pasting or through the export function found hidden under settings. Now that’s all out the way, let’s get to these prompts!

Chapter 6:

Prompts for UX’ers

In the words of Lisa Stansfield “Been around the world and I, I, I”…well you’re finally here—the part you’ve been eagerly anticipating. I guarantee you’ll find these UX focused prompts to be super useful no matter what your role. Intended to spark ideas and provide inspiration, they will only serve to inform, educate, and enhance whatever it is you do on a daily basis.

Know that using all the elements found in my formula is NOT at all necessary. You may want to start with just a simple task or question and go from there. The prompts are literally packed with information, so experiment. Pick, choose, add, remove, combine, change the order of elements—just get creative, making sure to note how your changes affect the given output. These prompts are somewhat generic in nature. To truly unlock their power, prime them first with information that describes your particular scenario or need and fine-tune from there.

As any UX’er will know, the following role definitions are not set in stone. Duties typically overlap and responsibilities will differ based on factors such as the industry, the specific product or service being offered, the size and maturity of the company, and, of course, your own level of expertise or experience. Nevertheless, these descriptions will help to understand the underlying intent behind the prompts found in each category. Go through them all—it’s very likely a UX writer will find a helpful prompt within the UX researcher section and vica versa.

Content Designer: A content designer is responsible for creating and structuring content that is user-centered and supports the overall user experience. They work closely with designers and developers to ensure that the content is presented effectively and meets the users’ needs.

Information Architect: An information architect focuses on organizing and structuring information in a way that is intuitive and user-friendly. They analyze user research, conduct content audits, and create sitemaps and wireframes to establish the navigation and structure of a digital product.

UX Writer: A UX writer specializes in creating clear, concise, and engaging copy that guides users through a digital product or interface. They collaborate closely with designers and researchers to ensure that the words used in the product are user-centric, consistent, and aligned with the brand’s voice.

Copywriter: A copywriter is responsible for crafting persuasive and compelling copy for marketing materials, product descriptions, and other promotional content. They work closely with the marketing team to develop messaging strategies that resonate with the target audience.

UX Editor: A UX editor is responsible for reviewing and refining the written content within a digital product or interface. They ensure consistency in style, tone, and messaging, and may also collaborate with UX writers to improve the overall quality of the content.

They collaborate with developers and subject matter experts to gather information and translate it into user-friendly content, examples include API documentation and user guides.

Product Designer: A product designer is responsible for the end-to-end design process of a product, collaborating with cross-functional teams to create innovative and user-centered solutions. They conduct user research, define product goals, and create wireframes and prototypes to gather feedback. Product designers focus on usability and aesthetics, considering details like typography and visual hierarchy. They iterate on designs based on user feedback, aiming to deliver products that meet user needs while aligning with business objectives. By combining creativity, user insights, and technical knowledge, product designers create compelling and user-friendly products that provide a delightful user experience.

UX Researcher: A UX researcher gathers and analyzes user insights to inform the design of digital products.
